Lunch Program

St. Benedict's is a participant in the National School Lunch and Breakfast Program.  Some students may be eligible to receive a free or reduced lunch from the Federal government.  In order to continue participation each student needs to return a lunch form to Mr. McCree prior to the beginning of Fall/Winter Phase.  Students will be advised of their eligibility and they will receive their discount through the use of their ID card.  Even students who may not be eligible, need to return a lunch form in order for the school to continue its participation in this program.

Students may also set up a declining balance account in the cafeteria.  Simply obtain a deposit envelope from Mr. McCree’s office, complete the information and give the envelope (complete with the desired amount of money) to the cashier’s.  The declining balance account can be used through the use of their student ID.

Physicals/Medical Records

Because of the many physical programs offered here at the school, no student may be in school without a physical completed by a physician.  Forms for physicals are available through the nurse.  Physicals will be offered at St. Benedict's for a nominal fee during Summer Phase and again during the summer breaks.  A new physical is required for each school year.  Students also need to be sure that the nurse has up to date medical records, including any current medications, illnesses, or conditions, and current immunization records.  

Identification Cards
All students will be issued a new ID card in September of each year.  All new students as well as Freshmen and Upper Division II students will have the opportunity to take or update their picture at the beginning of the year. Lost ID cards will be replaced for a fee.  ID cards are needed to enter the school property, in the cafeteria, to gain access to athletic events, and possibly other places, throughout the year, as our technology expands.  STUDENTS MUST CARRY THEIR ID CARDS AT ALL TIMES WHILE ON THE PROPERTY AND BE PREPARED TO SHOW THEM UPON REQUEST.
The Group System

A board of student Group Leaders runs the daily operation of St. Benedict's.  The day to day operation of the school depends on the actions, decisions, and cooperation of that board. The Group Leaders for this year are:

Draft

New students will be drafted into groups during the Summer or Fall/Winter Phase.  Once drafted into a group, the student will remain in that group for his entire career at St. Benedict's Prep.  Students that are to be drafted are not permitted in the area of the draft.  The order in which students are drafted is forever a secret.

Cooperation

Students are expected to cooperate with all school rules as outlined verbally or in writing.  Failure to cooperate with school rules may result in an Honor Code violation known as “Lack of Cooperation”.

In respect for each other, students need to refrain from the use of “street language” and behave in a manner which represents St. Benedict's Prep in a positive light at all times.

In respect for the property, students must be cautious in the use of all school property.  Students should do their best to take care of the areas that they are using.  Students should pick up litter when it is seen and should be willing to lend a hand in keeping the property neat.  

To help in this cause there is to be absolutely no chewing gum anywhere on the property at any time.  Also, eating and drinking is restricted to the cafeteria or at the picnic tables. 

In respect for their own property and that of others, students should not keep possession of anything which is not theirs.  Also, students should keep track of their personal belongings at all times.  If an item is missing, the student should first search for the item, then report it as missing.

School Closing
St. Benedict's Prep does not ordinarily close due to poor weather conditions.  Therefore, it should not be assumed that classes have been cancelled because of snow or other severe weather, even if the other schools in the area have cancelled classes.  In case of an extreme situation, a message will be left on the school’s answering service.  This can be accessed by calling the main school number.

Campus Ministry

Chapel There is a chapel located at the bottom of the narrow staircase in the Old Building.  This chapel is available for prayer throughout the school day.   Mass (Holy Eucharist) is offered in the chapel at 7:30 a.m. every Friday during the Fall-Winter phase, and every day during Lent.

Reconciliation Opportunities for the sacrament of reconciliation (confession) are offered several times during the year. Students are also free to approach any of the priests at any time for confession.

Bible Study / Sacrament Preparation Opportunities for Bible study, as well as other religious instruction, are also offered.  Students who are interested in sacramental preparation should speak to Fr. Augustine.

Retreats are offered at Munsee, our property in Sussex County.  Retreats are open to any student. Those interested in going on one of the retreats should speak to Fr. Augustine.  Special retreats (class retreats, team retreats, etc.) can also be arranged.

Monastic Life Students who are interested in learning more about monastic life are encouraged to speak to one of the monks, who will arrange a visit.  This could be a simple tour of the monastery, a visit for Mass and dinner one evening, or even an overnight stay.

St. Mary’s Church Students who do not have a church home are invited to consider making Saint Mary’s, the abbey church, their church home. Masses on Sunday are: 7:30 a.m.; 10:30 a.m.; and 5:00 p.m.

Activities

All students are expected to participate in two (2) activities during the year.  The Headmaster or the student leaders will provide a list of approved activities.  

COVENANT

“Anything that hurts my brother, hurts me”

--basis of covenant
“I Trust You”.  Trust is the heart of our relationships with one another, primarily trust that whenever I am in trouble, you will help me, and trust that you will not let me hurt myself.  St. Benedict's students and faculty, therefore, expect the highest standards of honesty and integrity from one another.  Furthermore, lying, stealing and cheating are not acceptable behavior at St. Benedict's.  Anyone who ignores this responsibility to trust and to help out is failing in an essential matter and may be asked to leave the school.
LOCKS

There will be no locks on lockers or classrooms at St. Benedict's (labs and workshops are locked for grade schoolers’ safety).  Because of our urban location, storage areas are locked as well as most rooms and buildings, after hours.

LOST AND FOUND

Anything found by students or faculty anywhere on campus will be returned immediately to its owner or Mr. Greene without delay, without reward, and without penalty.

LABELS

Students and faculty should have their name on all books, clothing, and belongings so that they can be easily returned when misplaced.
PARENTS

Parents’ good example and discussion about trust, honesty, and integrity with their sons will encourage young men to grow in understanding their responsibilities to each other.  If parents discover that a student has anything that does not belong to him, the Headmaster should be immediately consulted to resolve the situation.  In teaching students to take care of their belongings, parents should not automatically run out and immediately replace items every time they are misplaced.
SERIOUS VIOLATIONS

The following behavior is considered objectionable:

--stealing from a brother

--lying or cheating on oneself

--ignoring an opportunity to help someone in need

--refusing to seek adult help for a brother who lies, cheats, or steals

GUESTS

After being introduced to the Headmaster, guests must be accompanied at all times by a student or faculty member who is responsible for the guests’ behavior.

GROUP LEADERS AND THE BOARD

Group Leaders and seniors bear the special responsibility to actively set a good example for younger students.  This includes discussing problems with each other, the faculty and Headmaster.  In serious cases the Board may choose to meet with the whole school or with some students after school or on other days.

HONOR CODE COMMITTEE

A standing committee of students and adults will be responsible for evaluating actions which are believed to be in violation of the Honor Code.  The Committee will interview individuals who are believed to have knowledge of the infraction and make a decision about what further actions they believe should be taken.

Once the Committee has decided, the coordinator of the Committee shall pass on their recommendations to the Headmaster, who has final judgement in all cases.

Any potential infraction of the Honor Code should be reported to the Headmaster, and the coordinator of the Committee to be reviewed.

Dress Code

Students shall dress in accordance with the following code.  The Headmaster and Senior Group Leader will address questions about the acceptability of dress and reserve the right to make changes to the Dress Code as necessary.

1. Students shall not wear the following while inside any school building.  

a. Head wear, such as: hats, wave caps, skullies, head bands, ear muffs, etc.

b. Gloves

c. Beepers, pagers, or cell phones (anywhere on the property)

2. Students may wear jewelry under the following conditions:

a. Only one stud type earring may be worn at any time (earrings with loops or more than one stud shall be unacceptable).

b. Only one chain of a necklace type may be worn.  Any chain worn must be tucked inside the collar.

3. Students shall wear a button down dress shirt with a collar.  Students shall have a tie on at all times.  

a. Shirts must be buttoned all the way up to the top including the collar button.  

b. The tie must be kept all the way up.

c. Shirts must be neatly tucked into pants at all times.

NB:  During the Summer and Fall the Senior Group Leader may permit students to wear the St. Benedict's Prep Polo Shirt.  The Senior Group Leader will announce the policy at the beginning of the year and he will also advise students as to when these shirts are no longer acceptable.

4. Students shall wear dress or casual slacks.  A belt shall be worn at all times.

a. Pants shall be proper fitting and worn with the belt at the waist.  Pants shall not sag or hang down.

b. The slacks shall not be cut or ripped in any way as to accommodate current fashion or footwear.

c. Slacks may not have extra pockets, loops, or hooks (cargo Pants are not acceptable).
d. Pants with elastic/drawstring waist are not acceptable.

5. Students shall wear shoes under the following conditions:

a. Shoes that are below the ankle are acceptable except: slippers or “walking/ running shoes”.  Shoes must be flat with no more than a one-inch heel.  (Sandals may be allowed at the discretion of the Senior Group Leader.)

b. Shoes must be tied completely (through all eyelets) at all times.

NB:  Boots of any kind are not acceptable.
6. Students must wear a St. Benedict's Prep gym uniform for all Phys. Ed classes.

Students may only wear Chuck Taylor sneakers for all school functions (exception may be granted to athletes during their practices and competitions.)

Attendance / Lateness

1. School begins for all students with convocation at 8:00 am on a normal day.

2. Students considered late (arriving after 8:00) may not, at the discretion of the Headmaster/Assistant Headmaster, be permitted to attend classes.

3. If a student is to be late or absent for known reasons, students or parents should call Mr. Greene at x5735 to leave a message and bring a note upon their return.

4. Students are responsible for any work that they miss, even if the lateness or absence was excused.

Absences are considered unexcused unless the student is out due to a school related event or if the student is absent for an extended period of time for a reason known to the Headmaster.

ACADEMIC ISSUES AT “THE HIVE”

ACADEMIC CALENDAR AND ACADEMIC CREDIT: There are three phases to the school year at St. Benedict’s, including:

SUMMER PHASE: Enrichment and advanced courses attempted during the Summer Phase are prefixed by "SUM:". They normally receive one-half unit of credit.

FALL/WINTER PHASE: Most courses meet five days a week for forty-five minutes and receive one unit of credit. Courses which meet half this time per week receive one-half unit.

SPRING PHASE: These full-day courses are required for graduation and receive one unit of credit. They are prefixed "SPR:".

The minimum passing grade is "D-" but grades below "C" are not considered to be at college-preparatory level. A grade of "P" is passing; it is not counted in the average.

HOMEWORK: Teachers are expected to assign homework (work to be done at home) each night, and each student should have between two and three hours of work to complete on a given night, if not more.

TUTORIALS: If a student is experiencing difficulty in a class, or just wants extra help, he must see his teacher during tutorial, the period of time after classes and Group each day. Also, many teachers hold tutorials in the morning before classes begin or during their free periods. Arrange to meet with your teachers.

ACADEMIC GRADE POINT AVERAGE: The numerical value of the grade received in a course (grades from A to F) is multiplied by the unit of credit assigned to the course. These points are added up and divided by the total units to find the grade point average. Students are then ranked according to these averages. Grades are assigned these values:

A:  4.0
B: 3.0
C: 2.0
D: 1.0
F: 0.0

For "+" and "-", a value of .333 is added or subtracted.


MAKE-UP’s/INCOMPLETE’S: If a student fails a course for the year, then that course must be made up in its entirety the following year. We do not allow students to make up a course in summer school, here or elsewhere. 

FIFTH-YEAR OF STUDY: Some students, because they fail a number of courses, will be given an option to study here at Benedict’s an additional year because it will take that individual five years to complete graduation requirements.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS: The following courses must be completed by a student at St. Benedict’s Preparatory School in order to meet the requirements for graduation.

Four years of English

Four years of Mathematics

At least two-and-a-half years of Lab Science (Earth Science, Biology, Chemistry, Physics)

At least two years of a Foreign Language (Spanish, French, Latin)

Four years of Religion

Four years of History

Two semesters of Physical Education (including two semesters of Health)

Four years of Spring Phase Projects

HONOR ROLL: The Honor Roll is posted after each quarter and it is based on a student’s Grade Point Average. Honors (3.0 to 3.29); High Honors (3.3 to 3.69); Highest Honors (3.7 to 4.0).

NATIONAL HONOR SOCIETY: Students who have a grade point average of 3.3 after their freshman year can apply for admission in to the school’s National Honor Society Chapter. Students are considered for admission by a faculty board based on the following areas: scholarship, involvement in activities, leadership, and community service.


COLLEGE APPLICATION PROCESS

What do colleges look for in a St. Benedict’s Prep student?

Course Selection: It’s essential to take the hardest classes possible. These courses will most likely be offered in the second year of Upper Division and senior years (i.e. Chemistry Lab, Calculus, etc.). The most important part of a student’s application to a college is the transcript because it shows what a student did over the course of three and one half years. A high GPA and class rank are crucial when applying to college.
Standardized Testing: All Freshman and Upper Division I & II students will take the PSAT in October. The PSAT results will be mailed to your homes from St. Benedict’s in December. Upper Division II students take the SAT I exam for the first time in the winter of their UDII year, and then they take the exam as necessary. (On average, each student takes the SAT I exam 3 times.) Students also take the SAT II’s, when applicable, beginning in their UDII  year. The Princeton Review is offered at St. Benedict’s twice each year on a first-come, first-serve basis.

Registering for the PSAT & SAT: It is essential that you register for the SAT exam before the deadline, which is usually 3 to 4 weeks before the test date. You can sign-up by filling out the form with a No. 2 pencil and mailing it or by logging-on and registering at www.collegeboard.org. Remember that deadlines are firm and late fees are costly. 

Extracurricular Activities: It is important to have a well-balanced high school career. While it is impressive to see a great deal of commitment in a few select areas, you also want to demonstrate interest in a variety of areas, especially academics, athletics, community service, etc. 


How do I find a college? There are so many out there, but how do I narrow the choices down?
College Selection: It is not too early to figure out what type of school might be best for you. The best place to start looking at schools is the Internet; use a search engine to find some options. Some local libraries have college search engines that prove quite useful in generating an initial group of college choices (i.e. College View). 
College Visits: Plan to visit schools during trips and vacations. Also, set up a more serious “college tour” the spring or summer before the senior year. During the year some faculty members announce trips to their alma maters. Sign up and go check these schools out. Many schools have visitation days or open houses. If you are interested in a particular school, call ahead and arrange a visit. 
How do I apply?

College Application Process: This process begins in earnest during the fall of the senior year. Students should send for information on any college that interests them. Also, request information on admissions requirements, certain majors, financial aid, scholarships, etc. After narrowing “The List” down to 7-10 schools, begin applying no later then December and January. This requires completing the application, writing essays, asking teachers for recommendations, and keeping track of all deadlines.

“The Brag Sheet”: In the fall of your senior year Mr. Carnahan will ask you to respond to a dozen or so questions that enables you to think more seriously about the college application process. It is designed to help you address some of the issues that you will have to deal with on college applications. Put some time and thought in to these questions and it will make the process go a bit more smoothly. Also, Mr. Carnahan and other teachers can use these responses when writing your recommendations. 


The College Essay: This can be one of the more anxious and frustrating parts of the whole process. But it is crucial to students because it is the best way in which to let admissions counselors learn something about you and your school. Each student needs to participate in one of our college essay workshops. Speak to Mr. Carnahan or Mr. Onion about more details.

The College Application: An application can be filled out one of two ways: on paper or electronically. It is important to remember that while it is easy to send an application over the web, it may not be in your best interests because someone must proofread your work. Download the application first, print it out, then work on it before letting Mr. Carnahan or someone else you trust look it over. Then proceed to send it. If you want to send it the more traditional way, make a copy before filling out a “rough copy.” Show it to Mr. Carnahan and then finish the “good copy” before mailing it well before the deadline.

Recommendations: The College Guidance Office sends a Secondary School Report to any college upon request. This includes a letter of recommendation, a transcript of grades, and other supporting materials from St. Benedict’s. If a school requires teacher recommendations, you must approach one or two of your teachers well before the deadline and provide them with the form and an addressed enveloped with a stamp. The teachers are responsible for sending them to the admissions office, but check up on your teachers to make sure they submitted them before the deadline.

Financial Aid: This complicated area requires a good deal of attention, initiative and patience. First, begin looking for private scholarships that you might be eligible for, while also acquiring the necessary financial aid forms. In December of the senior year you will receive the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), and each family should fill it out. The FAFSA is free and requires families to supply information based on W-2 Forms and Income Tax Returns. The College Scholarship Service form may be required by some schools. Check the CSS list of schools to see if your school or schools are on it. There is a fee for this application. We have a financial aid officer from a local college make a presentation each January at a parents organization meeting. Make sure your parents are there.

Scholarships: A student might be eligible for a variety of scholarships: academic, athletic, special talents, etc. Academic scholarships are based on a combination of GPA and SAT scores. (Usually, above a 3.5 on a 4.0 scale and above 1250 on the SAT’s). Scholarships are available from a number of sources: public, private and institutional. Start a search at fastweb.com, cashe.com or review.com.

Visit the MBNA Career Development Center: The CDC will provide a host of resources for all Gray Bees, ranging from college materials and programs to career development programs. Also, consult Mr. Myers about internships and summer pre-college programs. A number of activities will be coordinated between the College Placement Office and the Development Center. Talk to Mr. Myers to find out more about the Center.

Leahy House

Students who are interested in living in Leahy House need to obtain an application for residence from Mr. Cassidy or one of the House Parents.  Once the application is received the process of interviews and reviews will begin.  A student who is accepted into Leahy House will be expected to adhere to the schedule that is in place.  Students are expected to make a commitment to spend the entire school year living in the house.  Beds in the house are limited and most are already filled.

Renaissance Corporation

The, student run, Renaissance Corporation holds a special responsibility for keeping the property clean and neat.  Renaissance is constantly looking for new workers.  The employees of Renaissance are given a per hour salary.  Students who choose to participate in Renaissance, may participate in other activities, so long as a leave of absence has been arranged.  For further information, please contact Mr. Scanlan or any of the managers.

Acceptable Use Policy for the SBP Computer Network

This policy sets general guidelines for what is and what is not acceptable use of the St. Benedict’s Prep computer network and SBP’s connection to the Internet.  Because the nature of our network involves a significant number of shared resources and communications, all users are required to conduct themselves in an appropriate way and to make use of equipment and services in a way that is not disruptive or harmful to other users or to themselves. Student users are required to abide by the following guidelines:

1. Students may use the Academic Computing Center for individual academic computer work during free time. Students may not absent themselves from lunch or group to come to the ACC. The Career Development Center computers are not to be used by individual students unless there is an adult present with them in the room.

2. No food or drink may be brought into the computer center.

3. Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner that is respectful of others and conducive to learning at all times while in the computer center.

4. Use of the computer system is limited to academic purposes only. Acceptable use includes searching for information related to a class that you are currently taking or to a subject that the student has a “good faith” interest in researching. College information is, of course, perfectly acceptable. Using the Internet to “surf” or to randomly see what’s out there with no real purpose or goal is prohibited. Also, use of the Internet to access “pop culture” information such as sports, video games, or music is prohibited. If you are not sure if something you want to access is appropriate, ask a teacher or another adult in the lab. The adult supervising the lab will have the final say about what is and is not appropriate.

5. All certified users have a user name and password. You should use only your account to gain access to the network. Do NOT lend or give your password to anyone. Consult a network administrator if you need to share files or folders with another user. This can easily be done with the mail system.

6. Regardless of the time of day, printing is restricted to academic material only.  Students are to exercise prudence when deciding whether to print very large documents as paper and toner cost money and large documents tie up the printer for other users. If a student has questions about whether he should print a document or not, he should ask the lab moderator.

7. The use of chat rooms or newsgroups is strictly prohibited.

8. Don’t give out any personal information (phone number, address, etc.) over the Internet.

9. If you publish information on a web page, and you choose to include pictures of yourself or your friends, do not associate any names, e-mail addresses, or other personal information with the picture.

10. If you communicate with someone over the Internet, NEVER, NEVER agree to meet them in person.

11. If you encounter a situation that just doesn’t seem right or makes you feel uncomfortable (e.g. unwanted e-mail etc.), inform a network administrator. We will change your e-mail address for you.

12.
While we understand that they are sometimes necessary, we discourage the use of floppy disks.

13.
If you encounter a virus while you are working, tell a teacher immediately.

14.
Avoid composing writing assignments on the computer. Write them in your notebook first, then type them on the machine.
Students who choose not to comply with these policies will lose their privilege to use the computer network. This includes use of word processors to type or print papers. More serious infractions will be brought to the Honor Code Committee.

ST. BENEDICT'S PREPARATORY SCHOOL

PROCEDURES FOR ALL CLASSES, 2004-05

.
(NOTE:  These are common procedures for all students to follow in all their classes.  Individual teachers may have additional requirements that are unique to their particular courses; those will be presented in class.)

1. All students are required to come to class PREPARED FOR CLASS.  That means you should bring to class all the required materials (your own textbook, notebook(s), assignment book, pen and/or pencils) and be dressed in accordance with the dress code.

2. Students must be seated IN CLASS ON TIME.  Your teacher will explain his/her procedures for dealing with lateness.  (NOTE:  The class schedule is set up to mark the ending times of classes; for example, "Period 2: 9:15-10:00" means that Period 1 ends at 9:15 and Period 2 ends at 10:00.)

3. All written work that is not typed must be submitted ON LOOSE‑LEAF PAPER.  Some teachers may require you to keep notes or journal entries in a bound, marble-back composition book (available for purchase in the school bookstore), but SPIRAL NOTEBOOKS SHOULD NOT BE USED for any work submitted to a teacher.

4. At the TOP OF EVERY ASSIGNMENT to be handed in the following heading should appear:

5. HOMEWORK is to be done during free periods, after school, or at home.  Any teacher who finds a student doing homework for some other class in his/her class, during convocation, or at any other inappropriate time may confiscate that homework (and turn it over--incomplete--to the student's teacher).

6. ALL WORK is to be done on time and normally should be handed in at the START of the class period on the due date.  Your teacher will announce his/her policy regarding work not done on time.

7. WHEN A STUDENT IS ABSENT from class, it is his responsibility to check with his teachers when he returns to class regarding any missed work.  If the student does not see the teacher when he returns after an absence or does not have an adequate excuse for his absence, the teacher may elect not to permit the work to be made up (resulting in failure) or may treat it as work handed in late.  Individual teachers may announce additional procedures for making up work.

8. IF TWO MAJOR TESTS (not quizzes) have already been scheduled when another teacher announces a third test, students should inform that teacher right away, so that he/she may re-schedule the (third) test.  It is the school’s policy that students should not be required to prepare for more than 2 tests or major quizzes on a given day.
9. BOOKS that you have not purchased (such as "textbook loan" texts) are NOT to be written in, unless you wish to pay for them.
